� irsty Dog Old Leghumper – deep roasted, malty sweet & silky smooth – U.S.A.-OH – 6.7% - 4.50

Left Hand Milk Stout – cream stout with milk sugars for balanced sweetness – U.S.A.-CO – 5.2% - 4.50

Founders Dirty Bastard – rich & complex – U.S.A.-MI – 8.5% - 4.50
Belhaven Wee Heavy Scottish Ale – rich fl avor; greater proportion of malt to hops – Scotland – 6.5% - 7.50 
Harviestoun Old Engine Oil – wickedly-smooth chocolate dominates; old strong ale – Scotland – 6% - 6.75

Isle Of  Skye Wee Beast – rich, beguiling and just a wee bit ferocious – Scotland – 7% - 9.25 
Traquair House – malt-heavy strong ale with dark fruit & mild molasses; aged in oak – Scotland – 7.2% - 9.25 

Traquair Jacobite – potent ale spiced with coriander; traditional strong ale – Scotland – 8% - 9.25
Anchor Old Foghorn – barley wine; lightly carbonated, warm fi nish – U.S.A.-CA – 8.8% - 6.25
